“At Last” this will
be your chance to hear this legendary jazz band in performance.

On Wednesday, January 13, the Cyrus Chestnut Trio will be the featured artists. Named “... best jazz pianist of his
generation... ” in Time Magazine, Cyrus Chestnut is known for his imaginative, inventive style, and for his profound sense of the
history and language of jazz.
